Renz Center's Passage Program is proud to be the oldest treatment program
for women in lllinois, offering a nurturing environment to begin to rebuild their lives. Free
evening childcare is available for clients while attending treatment.

Renz Center strives to provide the most effective preventative and clinical care in
a safe and nurturing environment through a teamwork approach. Our Model programs for
youth achieve positive changes in behavior regarding delaying and preventing substance
use. The Center also maintains an HIV/AIDS prevention program for those at risk of
contracting the virus. Free testing and counseling is available, with a special program for
Latinas.
